The power

The article provides a general analysis
of peculiar features, differences and similari-
ties in organizing activities for young people
in European countries: the Netherlands, Swe-
den, Albania, Greece, Estonia, Italy; it shows
a point of view on forming youth policy on the
part of European institutions — the European
Union and the Council of Europe; it describes
the experience of the EU policy to work out
a common approach to organizing activities
for young people based on the method of
open cooperation; it suggests ways of solving
youth problems and future directions of work-
ing with youth based on the analysis of social
changes in European countries.
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
