The system of extended
education as a resource for
social integration of children
with disabilities

The article is focused on the system of
extended education as a resource for social
integration of children with disabilities. It pre-
sents some results of the study aimed at educa-
tional demands of children with disabilities in
the Yaroslavl region. From the parents’ point
of view, extended education may become
a developing environment for the children’s
personal, physical development and their re-
habilitation as well. The system of extended
education, according to the author, can be
regarded as a significant though seldom used
resource for social integration of children with
disabilities.
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
